Draft Minutes
1. Consider approving minutes from November 9, 2005 meeting:  Jack Buchanan made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 9 board meeting, Patty Eason seconded the motion, all were in favor.
2. Discuss and take appropriate action on ESA Section 6 grants:  Commissioner McDaniel read a memo from Commissioner Birkman stating that she would prefer not submitting another grant application for the upcoming funding cycle.  Patty Eason asked to hear counsel’s recommendation.  Alan Glen addressed the board and said that the Foundation would not be harmed if it did not submit another application, but that a previously submitted grant for 145 acres near Lake Georgetown could be resubmitted for little cost.  The owner of the property would also be willing to pay for the local match.  Commissioner McDaniel asked that the agenda item be put on the February agenda so that Commissioner Birkman could be present when a decision was made.
3. Discuss and take appropriate action on SH 195 mitigation:  Charlie Crossfield addressed the board about the issues with SH 195.  He said that TXDOT still needed to determine how much mitigation land was needed.
4. Discuss and take appropriate action on O’Connor extension: mitigation:  Charlie Crossfield addressed the board and said that the property owner that he had been negotiating with was not willing to agree to our price and that the County had begun looking for other mitigation sites.
5. Discuss and take appropriate action on RHCP:  Gary Galbraith and Paul Sunby from SWCA addressed the board on the development of the RHCP.
6. Discuss and take appropriate action on Foundation and RHCP budgets:  Annette Todd gave the board updates on both budgets.
7. Discuss and take appropriate action on preserve tour on January 26, 2006:  Annette Todd said that the tour would begin at 9 am.  Connie Watson asked if the media was invited and Commissioner McDaniel said to ask Commissioner Birkman when she returned.
8. Discuss and take appropriate action on additional appointments to Foundation board of directors:  Commissioner McDaniel referred to the memo that Commissioner Birkman sent the board and said to be considering new board members from Cedar Park or Round Rock.
9. Comments from board members:  David Hays said that he was in favor of resubmitting the grant for the Whitney property.  Commissioner McDaniel said he did not want to purchase any property that did not allow public access.
