1. Consider approving minutes from January 11, 2006 meeting:  Patty Eason made a motion to approve the minutes, David Hays seconded the motion, all were in favor with Commissioner Birkman abstaining.
2. Discuss and take appropriate action on RHCP:  SWCA addressed the board and presented a summary of the draft RHCP.  Steve Carruthers of SWCA said that SWCA would have a revised draft RHCP to Smith-Robertson for review on February 14.  He also said that SWCA had met with USFWS and no fatal flaws had been detected.  
3. Discuss and take appropriate action on ESA Section 6 grants:  Charlie Crossfield asked for board approval to purchase the RRISD property for $1,329,000.  He said that the County’s portion would be $332.250 and that the money had already been budgeted.  Scott Rowin of USFW said that the previously awarded grant to purchase the Millennium preserve in Williamson County’s Regional Park was not eligible for reimbursement because the property had been purchased before the grant agreement was signed.  He suggested the Foundation work with TPWD and USFWS to find another property that could qualify.  
4. Discuss and take appropriate action on SH 195 mitigation:  Charlie Crossfield said that TXDOT still needed to determine how much mitigation was needed.
5. Discuss and take appropriate action on O’Connor extension mitigation:  Charlie Crossfield said that the County needed to determine how much mitigation was needed.
6. Discuss and take appropriate action on Foundation brochure:  Commissioner Birkman asked that this item be added to the next agenda when Connie Watson could be present.
7. Discuss and take appropriate action on additional appointments to Foundation board of directors:  no action taken.
