Commissioner Birkman convened the meeting at 9:00 a.m.  The following Board Members were present: Commissioner Birkman, Commissioner Covey, Larry Quick, Chuck Walker, Tony Dale, David Hays and Patty Eason.
Others in attendance were Steve Carothers, Gary Galbraith, Charlie Crossfield, David Hartman, Bill Sewell, Connie Watson and Gary Boyd. 
1. Consider approving minutes from September 12, 2007 meeting.

Tony Dale moved to approve the minutes from the September 12 board meeting; second by Comm. Covey. Motion passed.
2. Discuss and take appropriate action on grant budget related to habitat conservation.
Gary Boyd reviewed the conservation grants summary figures from October 4, 2007 showing $800,789 total grant funds remaining.  No actions taken.
3. Discuss and take appropriate action on the WCCF budget.
Gary Boyd presented the WCCF budget. No action taken.

4. Discuss and take appropriate action on the Regional Habitat Conservation Plan (RHCP).
Steve Carothers presented a summary of the Ronald Reagan Blvd. exercise to determine a KFA. Extended discussion regarding the need to have a motion to present this document to FWS ensued. Following the discussion no formal action was taken. 
5. Discuss and take appropriate action on RHCP quarterly reports.
Motion by Tony Dale, second by Patty Eason to place the quarterly reports on the commissioner’s court agenda. Motion passed.
6. Discuss and take appropriate action on recommendation to Williamson County Commissioner’s Court regarding Envision Central Texas proposal for Greenprinting program.
Discussion of status of Hays County’s contract and ECT efforts to obtain grant funding. Issued tabled until next meeting by unanimous consent.

7. Discuss and take appropriate action on grant extensions – RRISD (Beck) and RHCP (for WCCF).

David Hartman discussed letters sent to extend the ending date for the RHCP grant and the RRISD grant and efforts are underway to acquire additional acreage at the Beck Preserve site.

8. Discuss and take appropriate action on Cobb cavern management plan.
A discussion of previous action regarding obtaining a “right of first refusal” be discussed with Mr. Lyda on the property.  Mr. Hays and Mr. Crossfield were asked to follow up on this matter. No action taken.
9. Discuss and take appropriate action on transfer of TxDOT karst preserves to WCCF.
A letter from TxDOT regarding transfer of two karst preserve areas to WCCF was reviewed. Staff was directed to get clarification on the intent of the letter and to determine the specific areas covered. C. Crossfield was asked to determine the need for Commissioner’s Court action to enter the agreement. Patty Eason moved that the WCCF take necessary action to assume management of the TxDOT preserve areas as previously agreed. Second by Chuck Walker. Motion passed.
10. Discuss and take appropriate action on expenditure of funds received for “billboard settlement”.
Discussion by Connie Watson and Gary Boyd of meeting with Education Service Center Region XIII curriculum specialists on development of programs and teaching aids for use of the billboard settlement funds.  No action taken.
11. Discuss and take appropriate action on mitigation for various road projects.
No action taken.

12. Discuss and take appropriate action to set a public hearing date on the RHCP.

Tabled by unanimous consent pending further clarification as to the timeframe for presentation of the final draft of the RHCP. Gary Galbraith reviewed the steps following publication of the draft EIS including a comment period and public review.  Planning for public hearings will need to await review of the plan.

13. Discuss and take appropriate action regarding meetings with stakeholder groups.

Specific meeting were tentatively set pending acceptance of agenda accommodation by the entities. 
14. Comments from board members.
Discussion of conflicts regarding the November meeting date. November meeting was cancelled by unanimous consent.

Commissioner Birkman adjourned the meeting at 10:26 am.
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
