1. Consider approving minutes from October 11, 2006 meeting:  Jack Buchanan moved for approval of the minutes, Tony Dale seconded the motion, all were in favor.
2. Discuss and take appropriate action on the Regional Habitat Conservation Plan:  Gary Galbraith of SWCA addressed the board and distributed a draft of Frequently Asked Questions to be reviewed by the board.   Tony Dale asked that the revised financing plan be distributed to the board.
3. Discuss and take appropriate action on quarterly report:  Gary Galbraith of SWCA addressed the board and presented the quarterly report.  Commissioner Birkman asked that the acquisition of the RRISD/Beck Preserve be added to the report and that the report be given at the next Commissioners Court meeting.  Tony Dale moved for the approval of the quarterly report with the addition of the RRISD/Beck Preserve item, Jack Buchanan seconded the motion, all were in favor.
4. Discuss and take appropriate action on Cobb Cavern Preserve:  David Hartman of Smith-Robertson addressed the board and said that the terms of the conservation easement for the preserve were being reviewed by USFWS and TPWD.  
5. Discuss and take appropriate action on the Beck Preserve:  David Hartman said the preserve acquisition was final and the board discussed plans for a dedication ceremony.  
6. Discuss and take appropriate action on SH 195 mitigation:  Charlie Crossfield addressed the board and said that TXDOT still had not determined the final alignment for the project.
7. Discuss and take appropriate action on O’Connor extension mitigation:  Gary Galbraith said that he would be meeting with USFWS to determine the next steps for the project and that the most recent alignment was farther away from the karst features.
8. Comments from board members:  Commissioner Birkman asked the board members to consider if they would continue serving.  She said that even though David Hays was no longer a commissioner it would be beneficial for him to continue to serve, but she would like to appoint someone from the Cedar Park or Round Rock area as well.  Jack Buchanan said that he did not want to be reappointed.
