1. Call to Order:  Blake Magee, vice-chair of the CAC, called the meeting to order.

4. Discuss and take appropriate action on revised draft RHCP:  Steve Carothers and Gary Galbraith of SWCA made a presentation on the revised draft of the RHCP.  Mr. Magee asked how it could be determined how much setback was enough and said that it could be difficult to get voluntary participation with the fees proposed in the current plan.  Mr. Carothers said that it was difficult to know effects of smaller preserve sizes and that the USFWS recommended larger preserves.  Alan Glen suggested that the fee structure could be revised to be more acceptable to plan participants. 
5. Discuss and take appropriate action on comment process for draft RHCP:  Alan Glen addressed the committee and asked the committee to send comments through the end of April to Gary Galbraith of SWCA.
6. Discuss and take appropriate action on future meeting schedule:  Alan Glen suggested that the CAC meeting in subcommittees in April to go over specific parts of the plan in more detail.  Commissioner Birkman suggested that stakeholders meetings be held in the next few months to target homebuilders and developers, school district personnel and public sector leaders.
