4. 8:30 a.m. Financing Plan Subcommittee:  David Hartman, Smith-Robertson welcomed the committee and said that Blake Magee had agreed to serve as chair of the subcommittee, John Gavurnik volunteered to be the vice-chair.
5. Receive report from Texas Perspectives regarding Williamson County Draft RHCP:  Jon Hockeynos addressed the subcommittee and said that his firm would be studying how the RHCP would affect the economy and the tax base of Williamson County.  
6. Receive report from Prime Strategies regarding Williamson County Draft RHCP:  Mike Weaver addressed the committee and presented several possible financing mechanisms for the RHCP.

Kathy McCormack said that she did not agree with the 1:5 mitigation ratio for the golden cheeked warbler and asked for more information on how that ratio was determined.
