CONSERVATION PLAN AT PUBLIC MEETING ON OCTOBER 11

(Georgetown, Texas) – What is a Bone cave harvestman?  Is your land possibly home to the Golden-cheeked warbler?  How does the presence of these or any of the other 5 species located in Williamson County that are on the federal list of endangered species impact your ability to use your land, and what plans are underway to attempt to streamline the federal regulatory approval process while conserving the species?  Answers to these questions and more information about a regional plan for conserving species while balancing responsible development will be presented at a meeting hosted by the Williamson County Cooperative Extension Service on Tuesday, October 11, 7 to 8:30 p.m., at the Williamson County Central Maintenance Facility, 3151 S.E. Inner Loop, in Georgetown.  

Representatives from the Williamson County Conservation Foundation will discuss the draft Williamson County Regional Habitat Conservation Plan that is currently in the early stages of development and seek public input.  Through participation in the plan, landowners, governmental entities including cities and school districts, and others would be able to navigate the requirements of the Endangered Species Act in a more expedient manner.

The Williamson County Conservation Foundation was established in December 2002 as a pro-active measure to further the conservation of endangered species in Williamson County while helping to further responsible growth and development.
