} Basics that you find in a Corp of Engineers, State or National
Parks

1 Wilderness areas without many creature comforts
} They can be as simple as a gravel RV pad and a fire pit

} Most of these sites will not have any service hookups like
electric, water, and sewer

} Dump sites, fill stations, and facilities are usually available,
just not on individual sites




Vacation / Destination Parks

1 RV parks differ to campgrounds as they will always have the
basic hook up, such as water and electric and may often have
sewer as well.

+ Faclilities can vary in parks, there could be showers to laundry
to swimming pools and dining facllities.
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
